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For all new starters, we allow a three-week ‘try-out’ period, which helps your child to decide whether they want to become a member of the group.  Once this try out period is completed, assuming that your child has enjoyed the experience and wants to become a member, we will complete the registration process.

 

To do this you will need to pay the initial fee of $185 - This includes the membership and insurances for the term and a $50 joining fee, which covers the costs of the scarf, woggle, badges and record book. These are presented at the investiture ceremony (to which family are invited).

Please note - The fees thereafter will be $135 per term.
